El Gato Alado is rarely
seen due to its timid nature. This does not make it an easy prey.

The El Gato Alado can live up to 30 years old, and grow up to
15 cm for the females and 20 cm for the males. It produces a
waterproof-like substance that covers its entire body, thus, the
creature will never get wet making it easier for it to survive wet
and dry weather and helps when they hunt underwater as it
feeds on fish, insects and berries. It can dive underwater to hunt
for a long time as its gills enables it to breathe underwater, it will
swim with the help of its wings and flattened tail feathers which
acts like tall fins. It lives between well hidden gaps between
rocks and when winter comes, it digs holes into the ground or
into rocks to hibernate.

Alejandro de Carlos-Martinez mentions that this mysterious
creature acts like a normal cat and its bone structure is much
alike. Its wings are larger than the creature itself as it expands its
wings and tail feathers to appear larger and scarier when
threatened. It runs very fast due to its small stature. Alejandro de
Carlos-Martinez says "this creature resembles very much like the
Rusty Spotted Cat (Prionailurus Rubiginosus) while having wings
and a tail that is not bushy like the typical cat; instead it
resembles the tail feathers of a male peacock."

During mating season, the male will make an underground nest,
either inside rocks or in between rocks, then it will collect food as
it waits for a female's call which sounds like " meawrr, meawir"
while flapping its wings to make swooshing sounds, the male will
go to her, bring her to the nest he has created and the female
will decide if it wants the male as its mate.
